III.	ACTION ITEMS

A.	DEPARTMENT OF PUBLIC SAFETY– DIVISION OF EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT Clark County Flood – Pursuant to NRS 353.2755, the Clark County Office of Emergency Management and Homeland Security on behalf of the City of Mesquite, University of Nevada Las Vegas and the Clark County School District filed its letter of intent with the Division of Emergency Management to request a loan or a grant from the Disaster Relief Account for the Clark County Flood Recovery within the 60 day requirement. The entities need to provide additional information to complete their request including, but not limited to, financial documentation, availability of internal funding, and assessment of damages. Emergency Management respectfully requests an extension to September 11, 2013 to collect this data for final submittal to the Board of Examiners and Interim Finance Committee.

B.	DEPARTMENT OF PUBLIC SAFETY –  Pursuant to SB 233, Section 11.9 of the 2011 Legislative Session, the Department is requesting approval to receive a donation from the Nevada Trucking Association, which exceeds $20,000.

C.	DEPARTMENT OF HEALTH AND HUMAN SERVICES – DIVISION OF HEALTH CARE FINANCING AND POLICY – Request approval for a new Auditor III position in the Administration budget account pursuant to Senate Finance and Assembly Ways and Means Committee Closing List #21 dated May 14, 2011.


D.	DEPARTMENT OF HEALTH AND HUMAN SERVICES – PUBLIC DEFENDER OFFICE – Pursuant to NRS 353.268, the Public Defender Office is requesting an allocation of $501 from the Interim Finance Contingency Fund to fund a payroll stale claim from fiscal year 2011.

The request is incumbent upon Board of Regents approval at their November 29-30, 2012 meeting.

H.	NEVADA STATE LIBRARY & ARCHIVES – LIBRARY & ARCHIVES GIFT FUND –Request to receive a Non-Governmental Gift/Donation – Library and Archives Gift Fund – $65,000.

I.	SUPREME COURT – JUDICIAL SELECTION – Pursuant to NRS 353.268 the Supreme Court, under budget account 1498 Judicial Selection, requests an allocation of $8,000 from the Interim Finance Committee’s Contingency Fund for the costs of filling judicial elected official vacancies for the remainder of the fiscal year.

J.	DEPARTMENT OF AGRICULTURE – USDA SPECIALTY CROP GRANT ACCOUNT - Pursuant to NRS 353.337, the Department of Agriculture – USDA Specialty Crop Grant account, which is a non-executive budget account, has received an allocation of USDA Specialty Crop Block Grant funds and wishes to use Interim Finance as their public hearing.
