Elko County is submitting a Final Budget with an ending fund balance in the General Fund of 7.34%.
Although this is lower than the recommended 8.3% we feel that $2.0 million should be adequate for the
first months of operation and have the ability to transfer funds from our "In Lieu of Taxes" Fund if
necessary

This year Elko County is facing flat revenue sources and the ongoing increase in population which
subsequently demands additional services. At this time we have made the Fire Protection District and
the Law Enforcement Detention Facility our primary focus. The State is currently remanding all-risk
fire protection back to local governments and therefore we will be adding Fire Fighters and Fire
Administration to our FY 2015 Budget. This transition will take place over the next two years. We
expect to be fully staffed and functioning by January 2015.

Our current detention facility is at capacity on a regular basis and we have been recently sited for
inadequate bathroom facilities. The project has been approved and we expect to accomplish funding
through capital projects. At this point we are hoping to pay for the entire project without any financing
but will have a better idea of the costs once the project is bid.
